Day 1:Depart USA/London 
We depart USA this evening for London. 
 
Day 2: London/Nairobi  
Arrive London and connect our flight to Nairobi. (Optional hotel dayroom is                      
recommended as lay overtime may be more than 6hr). 
 

Day 3:  Arrive Nairobi, Kenya  
Upon arrival in Nairobi Jomo Kenyatta International Airport, we will be met by To Africa 

Tours & Safaris representatives and be transferred to the city hotel for check in.  Our 
accommodation is at Nairobi Serena Hotel, a member of the Leading hotels of the 
World. The hotel enjoys a location on the edge of the     Central Park and the City      
Centre. Shaded by the glorious Jacaranda, Bougainvillea and Acacia trees and             
surrounded by lush manicured gardens, the hotel provides a peaceful and luxurious 
retreat to travelers, business people and famous dignitaries in a bustling city. Rooms 
with private bathroom facilities, TV, air-conditioning, mini-bar, telephone and            
electronic safe are spacious and elegantly furnished and overlook the Central Park to 
the east and acacia groves and lush gardens to the west.

We will arrive on time for lunch and 
later afternoon game viewing drive.  Our accommodation is at 
Amboseli Serena Safari Lodge for the two nights. Influenced 
by Masai Manyatta architecture, the lodge is in harmony with 
its environment. Guest rooms are appointed with genuine 
Africana, all with en suite bathroom facilities. The lodge offer 
unique guest services and exceptional amenities to enhance 
its distinctive   ambience.

Day 6:Aberdares National Park -After an early morning 

breakfast we check out and transfer to the airstrip for our 
scheduled flight to Nairobi departing at 8:30am to arrive    
Nairobi at 9:15am.  On arrival in Nairobi Wilson airport we 
drive to the Aberdares National Park. The park is a lush forest 
environment that is home to many species not found on the 
plains.  We arrive in good time for lunch at the base hotel, The 
Aberdares Country Club.  After lunch we depart with an    
overnight bag and leave the rest of our luggage here. The 
transfer to the Ark takes 45 minutes. Our accommodation is at 
The Fairmont Ark for one night. Resembling, and named after, 
Noah's Ark, The Fairmont Ark comprises three decks from 
which numerous balconies and lounges provide superb       
vantage points for game viewing. A ground level bunker     
provides excellent photographic opportunities and takes you 
closer than you would believe possible to the animals.       
Comfortable en suite cabins are fitted with buzzers to         
announce the arrival of wildlife at the water hole.            
Meals: breakfast, lunch, dinner  
 

Day 7/8:Samburu & Buffalo Springs National Game   
ReserveτAfter breakfast, we check out and     transfer to the 

base hotel to retrieve the left luggage.  We drive north to  
Samburu National     Reserve. Rugged and remote, this wildlife 
reserve provides some of the best and most colorful game 
viewing in the country. Arrive in good time for lunch at the 
Lodge.  In the late afternoon we proceed for game drive in the

It also possesses a unique 
manner of feeding, standing near-erect on its hind legs to 
stretch 5 feet above the ground and nibble on the leaves that

The flavor 
is rustic but sophisticated. Supremely comfortable guest 
rooms overlook the river, where the crocodiles feed in full 
view. In the evenings there may be entertainment or a wildlife 
lecture from a local expert. Nearby lies rare game - long 
necked gerenuk, Grevy's zebra,           
 

reticulated giraffe and Beisa oryx. Leopards are   frequent 
passers-by.  On the following day we spend the day in the   
reserve with early morning and late afternoon game drives.  
Meals:  breakfast, lunch, dinner 
 

Day 9:  Mount Kenya National Park -After breakfast, we 

check out and drive to Mount Kenya Safari Club our            
accommodation for one night. With magnificent views of    
majestic Mount Kenya, the Club's 115 luxuriously appointed 
guest rooms, set in over 100 acres of landscaped gardens,   
offer a unique blend of comfort, relaxation and adventure. 
Originally the retreat of movie star and Club founder, William 
Holden, the Club's illustrious former members have included 
Winston Churchill and Bing Crosby.  We arrive in time for 
lunch. The rest of the afternoon is spent at leisure. The club 
has a number of many recreational activitiesavailable: horse-
back riding, golf, croquet, a putting green, a bowling green, 
table tennis, swimming, a beauty salon, an animal orphanage 
and much more which you can take advantage of.                      
Meals:  breakfast, lunch, dinner 
 

Day 10: Lake Nakuru National Park (The Great Rift    
Valley) - After breakfast we check out and drive via            

Nyahururu to Lake Nakuru National Park world famous as the 
location of the greatest bird spectacle on earth - myriads of 
fuchsia pink flamingo whose numbers are legion, often more 
than a million. Apart from flamingos there are over 400      
resident species on the lake and in the surrounding park. 
Thousands of both little grebes and white winged black terns 
are frequently seen as are stilts, avocets, ducks and in the 
European winter the migrant waders. This park is also a     
sanctuary for Rothschild giraffe, rhino and leopard.  Arrive in 
good time for hot lunch at the lodge. Afternoon game drives in 
the park enjoying the pink colored lake due to the numerous 
numbers of    flamingoes.  Our accommodation for one night is 
at Sarova Lion Hill Lodge.  Each of the 64 superbly  appointed 
en suite chalets with private secluded verandah enjoys views 
over the lake and the distant hills. Meals: breakfast, lunch, 
dinner 
  

Day 11/12: Masai Mara National Game Reserve 
After breakfast we drive to Lake Naivasha for lunch at Lake 
Naivasha Sopa Lodge.  After lunch transfer to the airstrip for 
your scheduled flight to Mara   departing at 3:00pm to arrive

Spacious tents have 
private terraces and hardwood floors, and are complete with 
electric light, flush toilets, and hot water. On the next day we 
spend full day at the park  with morning and  afternoon game 
drives plus other activities offered by the camp.  Our visit   
coincides with the great    wildebeest migration from the    
Serengeti.  Meals:  breakfast, lunch, dinner
